 CHOICE ONE: 
 Write a summary of the book. (not to exceed one paragraph) 
 
  CHOICE TWO: 
 Provide the following information: 
  • List the important characters 
  • What was the setting? 
  • What problem did the main character face? 
  • How did the main character solve the problem?
