What is PBSIS? Dr. Heather Wetzel, the Program Director of 

Student Assistance, was interviewed about PBSIS or “Positive 
Behavior Support In Schools”. It is a program initiative that 
rewards students for all of their positive behavior.  

How does it work? Students receive tickets for 
demonstrating the right kind of school behaviors. Students then 
place their tickets into the PBSIS bins. Many tickets get put into 
grade level bins each day. The more tickets there are in the 
bins, the more good acts are being done and rewarded! 

Who participates in PBSIS? Everyone  in the Rahway 
Middle School building participates throughout the whole 
school. Students who demonstrate good behavior are 
participating and so are the while the teachers, principals, 
counselors, and others who distribute the reward tickets. Not 
only that, but there is also a PBSIS team of teachers that help  
organize and run the program. Our principals and other staff 
members randomly select winners from the bin and then 
announce the winners each Friday, during period 9. In this way, 
everyone plays a big role in positively changing our school.  

When does PBSIS take place? It takes place everyday, all 
day! Students are continuously earning tickets and teachers are 
always watching for good behavior. Drawings for winners are 
held every Friday. Every week there are two weekly winners 
from each grade level. If your name is announced, you can 
earn a prize. On the last Friday of the month, there is one 
monthly winner from the school – and this prize is more 
spectacular than the weekly prizes!  

What are some of the prizes that you can win? Some of 
the weekly prizes are tickets to the dance, free snack passes, 
locker mirrors, and other similar prizes. Some of the monthly  
prizes are really amazing, like:  iPod shuffles, cameras, gift c ards, 
yearbook, and DVD players.
